Stormy Weather Reader’s Theater
Narrator: On today’s show, we’ll be talking to four famous storm types – Thunderstorm, Hurricane, Tornado, and Blizzard.  First, let’s talk to Thunderstorm.  Tell us about yourself.
Thunderstorm: Well I can occur almost everywhere on Earth.  Only the very coldest parts of the world, near the North and South poles, do not have thunderstorms.  
Narrator: When do your storms happen?  Are they dangerous?
Thunderstorm: I usually take place on days that start out warm and sunny.  My storms bring heavy rain, flashes of lightning, and the rumble of thunder.  Not dangerous at all!
Narrator:  Thanks Thunderstorm!  Next up is Hurricane.  Hurricane, tell us more about yourself.
Hurricane: My storms are full of fierce winds and heavy rains that start over tropical ocean waters, usually in late summer.  
Narrator:  What are your storms like?  Are you stronger than Thunderstorm?
Hurricane: When I hit land, I bring wild weather!  
Hurricane: I have winds that blow at speeds from 74 miles to 150 miles per hour or more!  
Hurricane: My storms usually cause some terrible damage.  I’m much more dangerous than Thunderstorm!
Narrator:  That sounds scary!  Thanks Hurricane! Tornado, you’re up!  What interesting facts can you tell us about yourself?
Tornado: Well my storms can lift a car and carry it hundreds of feet through the air!  I am a funnel-shaped wind storm that some people call twisters.  
Narrator: Wow!  Where do your storms occur?  Who is stronger: you or Thunderstorm?
Tornado: I can occur almost anywhere in the world, but mostly in the United States in the Midwestern states.  Sometimes I never touch the ground, but when I do I can be very destructive.
Tornado: I am much stronger and much more dangerous than Thunderstorm!
Narrator:  Very interesting!  Thanks Tornado!  I feel something cold.  Must be Blizzard!
Blizzard: You’re right!  I am a storm that lasts at least three hours and bring lots of heavy snow!  
Narrator: That sounds like a lot of snow! What else happens during your storm?
Blizzard: My winds and snow can cause whiteouts, which are impossible to see anything that’s more than a few feet in front of you. 
Narrator: Is there any advice you want us to remember if we ever run into your storm?
 Blizzard: One thing you should remember during my storms is to stay home!
