	Show slide with different types of housing (small house, apartment building, and mansion).  Turn and talk…What do you know about these types of houses?  How many families live in each one?   
Students should discover that a house is a home for one family.  An apartment house is a big building for a lot of different families.  A mansion is a big house for one family.

(11) Teaching Specific Types of Knowledge
	Today we are learning about the ways a book is put together…about how the story (or stories) in a book are related.  
Discuss the word “structure.”  Relate it to the structure of a house (the frame), the structure of a person (the skeleton)…structure is how something is put together.

Show some picture books…both on the chart and a collection of books familiar to the students.  What do we know about these books?  How many stories are being told in the book?  (Students should say that in a picture book only one story is being told.  There is one beginning and one ending.  Add this information to the poster/student handout.)

Show familiar episodic chapter books…What do we know about these books?  How many stories are being told?  Are the stories related?  (Students should say that each chapter in the book is its own story.  There are multiple beginnings and endings in the book.  Add this information to the poster/student handout.)
Show students familiar chapter books…What do we know about these books?  How many stories are being told?  Do you have to read the entire book to understand it, or can you only read a small part of the book?  When is the story over? (Students should say that you have to read the book cover to cover…there is one beginning and one ending in the book.  Add this information to the poster and student handout.)

Show picture of a house…Our picture books are like a house.  A house has one family, and a picture books has one story.

Show picture of apartment building…Our episodic chapter books are like apartment buildings.  An apartment building has lots of families in it, but the families aren’t all related.  They may not even know each other.
Show picture of mansion…Our chapter books are like mansions.  A mansion is one big house with one family living it.  Our chapter books are big books, but there’s really just one story.
