	We ask and answer questions all the time.  Teachers ask us questions.  We ask our parents questions.  We ask our friends how their weekend was.  We may even ask mom and dad what is for dinner.  Strong readers also ask questions.  Strong readers ask questions while they read.  Why would they do that?  Why should we ask questions while we read?  (pause for answers)  We ask questions while we read to make sure we are understanding what we are reading while we are reading it.  Today we are going to practice asking questions about text.  Our text today is a poem.  Let’s take a few minutes to read the poem on our own, then we will read it together.
Let’s think about what kinds of questions we might ask ourselves or our partner to make sure we understand what this poem is saying. (work as a class to come up with a question for each box.  Then have students work in pairs to add other questions to the chart. Encourage students to write multiple questions for each question word.)
