Introduce the Main Idea/Details Summary Frame.  
Step 1- State the main idea or big picture of the text.
Step 2- Tell the most important details from the text that support the main idea.
Students glue a copy of the Main Idea/Details Summary Frame into their interactive notebooks.
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Read “What Is Inside My Head?” on page 6 of I Wonder Why I Blink and Other Questions About My Body by Brigid Avison.
When summarizing non-fiction text, you first find the main idea of the text.  The main idea is the “main idea or big picture” that the author is trying to convey.  Next, you list several important details that support the main idea.
