	New Information
	That video clip was from the 2010 fantasy movie, “Alice in Wonderland.” The book, Alice’s Adventures  in Wonderland, was written by Lewis Carroll in 1865.  We are going to explore what kind of person Lewis Carroll was and what kind of life experiences he had, and then later, we will see how that affected what he wrote.

Taking notes is an important skill in order to collect information on a topic. We are going to take notes together on the “author file” on page 150 in the book, Alice’s Adventures in Wonderland (Puffin Classics). The teacher will model taking notes on a graphic organizer while reading the “author file” and stopping to identify important facts.
