Make Your Own Greek Myth
Instructions
1. Each set of cards relates to a different aspect of a Greek Myth;

1. The ‘make up’ of the beast which the hero fights.
2. Hero’s special power

3. Who helps the hero.

4. The challenge the hero is set

5. The special weapon the hero has

6. Who tries to defeat/kill the hero.

2.  Cut up the cards but keep each set separate (I keep then in little envelopes)
3. Get the students to take one set at a time, lay them face down and mix them up.

4. Students then choose one card and that becomes one aspect they must include in their Greek Myth.             *N.B. With set 1 (the ‘make up’ of the beast) you could get the students to choose more than one card to make their beats more interesting!* 

I find that this way makes the students stories more interesting and less clichéd. They really have to think hard about how they are going to get all the aspects into their myth.
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
