(show slide with those who do both)  Today, we are going to read a story by an author that is also the illustrator.  Show sample pages from Pancakes for Breakfast…do you notice anything a little weird about these pages?  What is missing? (The words are missing…the books is wordless.)  We are going to read this story…the illustrations will tell us what is happening. Read the book as a class discussing the pictures as you go.
