	Access Prior Knowledge


	Show students copies of books they are familiar with. Review the features of a book. Then show some poetry books and then put the poem, “The Swing” on the SmartBoard. How is a poem different than a book? 

	N
	New Information
	Read the poem, “The Swing” to students. Point out the lines and stanzas in the poem written on large chart paper. Have students point out rhyming words and highlight them on the chart paper. Using key words such as, “Who, What, Where, Why, When, and How” to help visualize the poem. Explicitly model how to illustrate the poem using question words. Illustrators must ask questions.

	A
	Application
	Tell students that we need to illustrate our poem on the chart paper to help others to “visualize” or see the poem in their head. Students will ask questions and illustrate a page to put around the poem on the wall. Students will then later illustrate their own copy of the poem to keep in their notebooks. Illustrators must ask questions to know what to draw.
